Minutes of a meeting of the Queen Thorne Parish Council held on Monday 4th May at 7.30pm by Zoom video/audio call.

2. Chairman’s Statement – made at the end of the meeting

4. The Minutes The minutes of the meeting held on 6 January 2020 were accepted as a true record and it was agreed that they would be signed as such.

5. Business Items arising from meeting on March 2nd 2020
a. Neighbourhood Plans Due to the coronavirus, the scoping exercise and preparation of the plan has been put on hold for the time being.
b. Nether Compton Recreation Ground The play area and exercise equipment have been taped off and closed due to the coronavirus. KM Dike was unable to cut the grass for a while but has now been able to start again. The Council expressed its thanks to Mr Matthew Palmer who, in the interim, stepped in to do the mowing when the grass was in danger of becoming unmanageable.  
c. Drains and gullies Dorset Highways have said that the agreed side verging and drains work in Sandford Orcas and Trent will be done in the next 3 – 4 weeks. Cllrs Lowe and Hayton have been in touch with the DC coordinator Steve Higgs and with local farmers who are willing to accommodate the spoil. Councillors are still keen to implement a rolling programme whereby all verges would be cut back over a 3 year programme. This has been informally welcomed by Dorset Highways.
It was reported that there are still problems with isolated drains in the Comptons. The Clerk will write again to P. Thatcher about the drain on Compton Road which is so far resisting being unblocked despite several efforts by DC.

6. New Business
a. Standing orders The Council agreed to adopt the previously circulated example from NALC on new protocols regarding virtual meetings.
b. Primrose Lane, Mudford It was agreed that due to the confidential nature of some of the information this should be discussed in closed session at the end of the meeting.
c. Sky Lanterns The Council agreed to press Dorset Council for a total ban on sky lanterns which are already banned on council land. The Clerk will write to Dorset Council accordingly.
